The U.S. Bishops voted Nov. 11 in favor of  
consecrating the U.S. to the Sacred Heart of Jesus in 
June 2026 as a part of the Church’s observance of the 
nation’s 250th anniversary.  
 
For centuries, Catholics have attended Mass on the 
first Friday of the month throughout nine consecutive 
months in what is called the nine first Fridays  
devotion. The devotion is derived from revelations 
made by Jesus Christ to St. Margaret Mary Alacoque 
(1647-1690). It involves the practice of receiving Holy 
Communion on nine consecutive first Fridays in  
reparation to “the Heart that has loved men so and is 
loved so little in return” – the words that Jesus is  
believed to have said to St. Margaret Mary.  
 
The USCCB posted on Nov. 11 that the bishops will 
also provide prayer resources and a novena that  
culminates on the solemnity. 
 
“Through this act of consecration, the bishops seek to 
renew devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus and to  
recognize the kingship of Christ, perfecting the  
temporal order with the spirit of the Gospel,” 
 
Entrusting the nation to the care and love of Jesus’  
Sacred Heart on the 250th anniversary “is an  
opportunity to promote the beautiful devotion to the 
Sacred Heart   (Bishop Rhoades )
