On October 20", in The Divine Design of Human
Sexuality, we’ll address two more tough topics. We’ll
look at the massive PR campaign designed to create
acceptance of same-sax attraction and at the factors
now contributing to the social contagion called ‘early
onset gender dysphoria.’

We’ll hear from some who’ve been adversely affected
by the propaganda and now speak against it. And we’ll
discuss our Church’s compassionate teaching and the
wonderful healing ministry it offers.

On October 27th, we resume EPIC: A Journey
Through Church History. In this episode, Steve
Weidenkopf says seeking the world’s riches causes
men’s hearts to grow cold, something very apparent in
this period. While European monarchs seek to increase
their power, some popes do the same.

In 1309, Pope Clement moves the papal residence to
Avignon, where it remains for 72 years...until
Catherine of Siena persuades the pope to return to
Rome. During this time, the Black Death kills almost a
third of Europe’s population, including thousands of
priests and religious who stay to tend to the sick. When
Martin V is elected in 1417, Christian unity is restored.
But papal authority has been weakened ...and right
when it will be most needed.

Acolyte for the Diocese of Colorado Springs was here
assisting Fr. Sean O’Connor.

Instituted Acolyte

A ministry to which a person is specially appointed by
the Church to assist the deacon and to minister to the
priest. His duty is to attend to the service of the altar
and to assist as needed in the celebration of the Mass.
He may also distribute Holy Communion as an
auxiliary minister at the Eucharistic liturgy and to the
sick. An acolyte may be entrusted with publicly
exposing the Blessed Sacrament for adoration but not
with giving benediction. He may also, to the extent
needed, take care of instructing other faithful who by
appointment assist the priest or deacon by carrying the
missal, cross, candles, and similar functions. In the
absence of a Deacon, a duly instituted acolyte carries
the sacred vessels to the credence table and there
purifies them, wipes them, and arranges them as usual.
The ministry of acolyte is conferred by the bishop of
the diocese or, in clerical institutes of religious, by the
major superior, according to liturgical rites composed
for the purpose by the Church
